Last year the committee made a decision to support local groups and their events rather than try and run its own.  We also provided Fairtrade raffle prizes for several local charities and the Mayor’s charity. Saturday 7th March 2009.  Go Bananas.  An attempt at a record number of people eating Fairtrade bananas took place at M&S, Sainsbury’s and the Mill Hill Co-op. Some 520 bananas were consumed and the MP supported the event at M&S with a photo call.
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Fairtrade Treasure Hunt.  This took place during the whole two weeks of Fairtrade Fortnight.  The Fairtrade Logo could be found in the windows of participating shops and forms were left businesses by 7th March 2009.  Two brothers won Fairtrade Easter eggs.

Braderie:  We supported the Braderie with a stall near St. George’s Church where we gave away free chocolate, fruit juice, brownies, bananas and biscuits and sold Traidcraft goods supplied by Dr. Sally Russell.  The East Kent Co-operative Group very kindly gave us vouchers to buy these from the Co-op at Mill Hill.  We were fortunate that there was a 20% discount on Fairtrade goods at the time.
