Community Garden Allotment Plot Conditions and Rules
Tenancy of Plot for __/__/2026 to __/__/2027
Use of Plot

To use the plot as an allotment garden.
Cultivation

To keep the plot free from weeds, well manured and otherwise maintain it in a proper state of cultivation, tidy and in good condition.

Pests and Infection

In line with our climate action and ecological commitments, the use of all pesticides, herbicides and inorganic fertilisers by allotment holders is strictly prohibited. In the event of a plant, insect or rodent infestation, the Allotment Officer should be contacted in the first instance.
Trees Shrubs etc. Restriction on Cropping

Trees, shrubs and fruit bushes take months, sometimes years to mature, therefore are not recommended or permitted on the Community Garden Allotment Plot
Nuisance

Not to cause or permit any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any adjoining land nor obstruct any paths or roadways set out by the Council.

Restriction on Assignment

Not to sub-let assign or part with possession of the plot or any part of it.

Dogs
Dogs are permitted on site but should be controlled and kept on a lead. All faeces must be removed immediately and disposed of appropriately off the site. 
Restriction on the keeping of animals

You are not permitted to keep animal or livestock on your plot.
Fencing and Barbed Wire
To be responsible for any fencing necessary for the protection of crops but not to erect any fencing whatsoever without the written consent of the Council.  Consent will not be given for the erection of barbed wire fencing.
Disposing of Refuse

Not to deposit on the plot any refuse or decaying matter (except manure and compost in such quantities as may be reasonably required for use in cultivation) or place any matter in the hedges.
Galvanized sheeting or other articles

Not without the written consent of the Council to deposit on the plot any galvanised or other sheeting iron work, tins, barrels, drums or other articles.

Prohibition of Notices etc

Not to erect any notice or advertisement on the plot.

Dispute between occupiers

All complaints or questions of dispute between the Tenant and any other occupier of any part of the site shall be referred to the Allotment Officer.

Information and change of address

That the Tenant shall inform the Allotment Officer of any change of address.

Yielding Up
That the Tenant shall yield up the plot at the end of the year, as confirmed above. 

Health and Safety

To be responsible for the health and safety of all group members who access the allotment plot, and to ensure that any tools and equipment are fit for purpose and that sufficient training has been supplied.
Please note there is no first aid available on site.
Safeguarding

To ensure children and young people and vulnerable adults do not access the allotment site and/or use the allotment plot without a responsible adult in attendance.

Children and young people are anyone under the age of 18 years and vulnerable adults are anyone 18 or over who is:

· Unable to care for themselves.

· Unable to protect themselves from significant harm or exploitation.
· Or may need community care services
Inspection
That any officer or agent of the Council shall be entitled at any time whatsoever, directed by the Council to enter and inspect the plot.
Not to Interfere with property

Not to damage or interfere with any property of the Council on or adjoining the plot or the allotment field or which the plot form’s part.
