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Declaration of Interest 

Disclosable Pecuniary Interest (DPI) 

Where a Member has a new or registered DPI in a matter under consideration they must 

disclose that they have an interest and, unless the Monitoring Officer has agreed in advance 

that the DPI is a 'Sensitive Interest', explain the nature of that interest at the meeting. The 

Member must withdraw from the meeting at the commencement of the consideration of any 

matter in which they have declared a DPI and must not participate in any discussion of, or 

vote taken on, the matter unless they have been granted a dispensation permitting them to 

do so. If during the consideration of any item a Member becomes aware that they have a DPI 

in the matter they should declare the interest immediately and, subject to any dispensations, 

withdraw from the meeting. 

Other Significant Interest (OSI) 

Where a Member is declaring an OSI they must also disclose the interest and explain the 

nature of the interest at the meeting. The Member must withdraw from the meeting at the 

commencement of the consideration of any matter in which they have declared a OSI and 

must not participate in any discussion of, or vote taken on, the matter unless they have been 

granted a dispensation to do so or the meeting is one at which members of the public are 

permitted to speak for the purpose of making representations, answering questions or giving 

evidence relating to the matter. In the latter case, the Member may only participate on the 

same basis as a member of the public and cannot participate in any discussion of, or vote 

taken on, the matter and must withdraw from the meeting in accordance with the Council's 

procedure rules. 

Voluntary Announcement of Other Interests (VAOI) 

Where a Member does not have either a DPI or OSI but is of the opinion that for transparency 

reasons alone s/he should make an announcement in respect of a matter under 

consideration, they can make a VAOI. A Member declaring a VAOI may still remain at the 

meeting and vote on the matter under consideration. 

Note to the Code:  

Situations in which a Member may wish to make a VAOI include membership of outside 

bodies that have made representations on agenda items; where a Member knows a person 

involved, but does not have a close association with that person; or where an item would 

affect the well-being of a Member, relative, close associate, employer, etc. but not his/her 

financial position. It should be emphasised that an effect on the financial position of a 

Member, relative, close associate, employer, etc OR an application made by a Member, 

relative, close associate, employer, etc would both probably constitute either an OSI or in 

some cases a DPI.

As Committee members will be aware, this item was discussed at the Transport & Infrastructure 
Committee meeting held on 13th January following correspondence received from residents with 
serious concerns regarding the number of Campervans parking in the Sandown Castle area of 
Deal (see photo attached). 
 
Members RESOLVED: The Committee Clerk liaise with Walmer Town Council, DDC and Kent 
County Council to explore ways to resolve this issue.   
 
The Committee Clerk liaised with DDC, KCC and WTC and it was confirmed that this area of 
concern came under the remit of Dover District Council.  The Committee Clerk and the DDC 
Parking Services Manager met on the 4th February at the site where this matter was discussed.  
 
Following the meeting the below correspondence was received from the DDC Parking Services 
Manager:  
 
“As discussed, please see the following summary of items to move forward. 
 

• “It would be possible to propose a restriction on motor homes between the hours of 6pm -  

6 am in this location. To do this we would add the change to our Traffic Regulation Order 

(TRO) amendments with the next one due in June/July. This would then go to a period of 

consultation and follow due process the outcome of which is to be decided.  

• Consideration should be given to the length/area of restriction as it is often the case that 

when a control like this is proposed the issue is simply moved up the road. It also has a 

domino effect with residents requesting similar changes in their location across the district.  

• There is a cost to implement a change if accepted after the TRO consultation period which 

includes signs and lines etc in addition to the TRO application costs. For this reason, we 

would request a strategy be considered with bulk changes incorporated to manage the risks 

highlighted above rather than dealing with a series of small amendments.  

In terms of next steps if you would propose the area to be covered in this initial tranche, I will then 
arrange to add this to the TRO amendment in advance of June/July.  
 
I would also be happy to then attend the next meeting in March to help facilitate a strategic 
discussion on approach for motorhome parking in Deal, including seeking views on the approach 
and impacts of taking any actions.  
 
It would also be helpful to understand any options for a dedicated location within Deal such as 
Borrow Pit and the feasibility of implementing this along with any impacts to residents.”

Deal Town Council have received a proposal from DDC Design Team regarding a proposed 
access boardwalk in the Walmer area that borders Deal. The DDC correspondence is as follows: 
 
“You may have already heard but the council is looking to improve wheelchair access onto the 
beach following requests from local members of the public. Consequently, I attach the above 
proposal that looks to install the boardwalk opposite Marine Road just past the paddling pool and 
Hut 55. The reason for this location is mainly for the access and parking on Marine Road, which 
can incorporate further blue badge parking if deemed successful. The beach also remains at its 
widest point being unaffected by winter storms which allows good opportunity for improved access 
to the beach and an area where wheelchair users can rest and enjoy the extended coastal 
viewpoints. 
  
The Councils coastal budget is looking to provide as much access as feasible and so with the 
attached engineering solution the design can reach 45m off the promenade. However, the Council 
is keen to enhance the area further with some indigenous low maintenance coastal planting beds, 
timber wind breaks and benching possibly (plan attached). I appreciate this sits close to your 
boundary lines, but I think members would agree to see the full potential of this project and so I 
would appreciate it if you would share this with your members and see if each Council would be 
willing to make a small contribution? I have estimated the enhancements to be approximately 10k 
total and so if each Council could consider a 5k contribution it could make all the difference. 
  
If you could let me have your thoughts and what members think.  In the meantime, please don’t 
hesitate to get in touch if you have any further questions.” 
 
See attached location plan, proposed plan and proposed timber boardwalk details. 
 
 
For Committee Member information:  
Officers explored what has been achieved at other sites and in June 2025, Bexhill on Sea opened 
their accessible boardwalk and beach garden for residents and people with mobility issues to 
enjoy. The following link shows the boardwalk/garden in more detail. 
Bexhill Beach Garden has official opening this weekend

At the T&I Committee meeting held on 13th January 2026, the Committee Clerk collated a priority 
list for Deal Town Council’s 4th HIP application, following discussion by the Committee, Members 
RESOLVED: To take forward the current priority list and consider further options before the 4th HIP 
is submitted in May. 
 
Kent County Council confirmed in December 2025 that they will be fully funding drop kerbs at the 
following locations: St Richards Road (near St Mary’s School and Doctors surgery), Mill Road 
(Manor Road end), Mill Road (outside the Co-op Supermarket) and Prince of Wales Terrace 
(Seafront by Sondes Road). 
 
At the January 2026 Full Council meeting, members agreed to contribute £6,000 to the funding of 
further drop kerbs at Darracott Close (London Road), Cowper Road (London Road) and Golf Road 
(North end). 
 
The work on the installation of all the above drop kerbs is due to start in April/May 2026, the KCC 
East Highways Improvement Officer has advised that she will keep the Committee Clerk updated 
on these projects and the Committee Clerk will feedback to Committee on their progress.

The Committee Clerk has received correspondence and photos from a resident who lives on the 
corner of Chapel Street and Middle Street they have grave concerns regarding vehicles that are 
cutting this corner and the damage that has recently happened to their property. 
 
“Please find below as you requested a couple of paragraphs and a selection of images which we 
have tried to capture and highlight the issue. 
  
We hope that these photographs assist you in getting this issue resolved, we also have a "Ring- 
Doorbell" complete video footage of the van shown below, but unfortunately this file is too large to 
attach to this email, so we have taken a "Screenshot" which we hope shows just how severe and 
dangerous this situation is and is becoming. We also have further evidence of four-wheel drives 
and cars if needed and we would appreciate your patience while we collaborate these. 
  
Consistently vehicles are cutting the corner so tightly that they mount the pavement and pass 
directly alongside our property within an inch of our home which you can see in the picture below 
(number 1) has been recently hit. It is only a matter of time before someone is seriously injured or 
our home is damaged. The danger is clear and entirely preventable. Given the frequency and 
severity of these incidents, it is evident that the current road layout fails to protect the public and 
our home particularly as it is also opposite a walkway, "St George’s passage" which is used 
constantly by pedestrians coming from the High Street.  
  
The absence of any physical barrier means drivers are effectively using the pavement on the 
corner of Dovetail Cottage as part of the carriageway. This presents a clear breach of the duty of 
care owed to residents, pedestrians, and our home.  
  
We are therefore requesting direct intervention of Dover District Council, Kent County Council and 
the relevant highways authorities to take immediate action. A bollard really must be installed on 
the corner of Middle Street and Chapel Street as a matter of urgency to protect our property 
“Dovetail Cottage” which is in a conservation area. This will prevent all vehicles from mounting the 
pavement endangering lives and damaging our home.”
